3. The summer school will be held mainly in English. For students whose English is not the main language of instruction, the
following level of language efficiency or its equivalence is recommended:
TOEFL pbt score: 500 TOEFL ibt score: 60

The maximum number of students to be accepted is 10 in total, while minimum required number of participants is 5. If more
than 10 students apply, there will be a selection process held by Shimane University.

An off-campus dormitory at Shimane University is provided to all participant students during the summer school program. All
participants will share a dorm room with 1 other student. A shared bathroom, toilet and kitchen will be available on each floor.
Students will also participate in a home-stay for two nights.

Visa

receive a “Temporary Visitor Visa”. Please apply for this visa at the Japanese
embassy or consulate. “Invitation Letter”, “Summer School Schedule” and
“Guarantee” which are necessary for VISA application will be issued by Shimane
University. If you have any questions about your visa, please contact your nearest
Japanese embassy.

Participants should arrive at Matsue Station at 1p.m. on July 3, 2018 via the JR(Japan
Railways). Upon your arrival, transportation will be provided from Matsue Station to
Shimane University.
