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What is the ERASMUS PLUS Programme (E+)?

It is an education program promoted by the European Commission
to encourage cooperation among European Countries and also
among European and non-European countries.

ERASMUS PLUS finances, among others, mobilities of Students,
Teachers, Researchers and University Staff.

How does ERASMUS+ work?

A University within the European Union territory who will act as
coordinator and applicant needs to build a network of Universities
for a mobility project; next step is applying to the European
Commission for funding to implement the project and, therefore,
exchanging candidates from EU Universities to Partner Universities.
The mobility project presented by Uex before the European
Commission was selected for funding after having passed a really
hard selective process.

UEx proposal was very possitively assessed by the European
Commission because of its demonstrated capacity to manage
International Projects and long experience in hosting international
students.

How many candidates will be funded by the European
Commission?

Each University involved in the project will select a minimum of 2 to
4 candidates. If the number of applicants is higher than the number
of grants, UEx will have the power to decide the final selection
according to principles of equality, merit and capacity.

How much will participants get?
4.250 € for cost of stay. Travel Expenses until 1.500 €
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Interinstitutional Agreement

Chinese Universities partners of UEx in EREASMUS Plus will have to sign
and Interinstitutional Agreement with UEx. This is a template of the
European Commission containing information about each institution
(such as language of tuition, academic offer, student services, grading
system, etc).

In this template Institutions establish the number and the disciplines for
exchanges. By signing this document both institutions commit themselves
to do their best to ensure mobilities take place in the best possible
conditions.

Institutions also commit themselves to recognize at home the contents
that students have successfully passed at the host institution (UEx). For
the purpose of recognition, and before leaving their institutions, students
will fill in -under a tutor supervision- a Learning Agreement, indicating all
the subjects they will follow at UEx.

Interinstitutional Agreements and Learning Agrement should be signed
as soon as possible and always before the mobility takes place.

2. Selection of Students

Selection will be based in:

-General conditions (European Commission criteria): merit, equality,
transparency.

-Specific conditions (sending institution criteria):
international experience, etc.

Students should be selected before end of November.
